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Changes for Client Access to Mosquito Repellent Benefit Begin June 1

Background:

Currently, HHSC does not require a prescription for mosquito repellents because of the Texas
Medicaid Standing Order for Mosquito Repellent option.

Key Details:
Beginning June 1, 2022, HHSC will discontinue using this standing order. Medicaid-enrolled
providers must provide a valid prescription to clients enrolled in Medicaid, CHIP, and the

Healthy Texas Women Program before dispensing mosquito repellent.

To identify products available through the pharmacy benefit, refer to the Formulary Product
search and select the "mosquito repellent” filter.

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Mosquito Repellent Available as
Statewide Benefit

Texas Health and Human Services covers certain mosquito repellent products for
the prevention of Zika virus as a benefit in Medicaid and other state programs.

Who is covered?

e Pregnant women of any age, women and girls ages 10-55, and males 14 and
older, as applicable, in the following programs:

Medicaid

Children’s Health Insurance Program (CHIP)

CHIP-Perinatal

Healthy Texas Women Program (HTW)

Children with Special Health Care Needs Services Program (CSHCN)

Family Planning Program

TitleV Prenatal Medical Fee-for-Service Program

Benefit Details

e Thisis a year-round benefit.

e One can/bottle of mosquito repellent is permitted per person, with one refill
allowed per month.

e Mosquito repellent will not count against the monthly three-prescription limit
for someone with a monthly prescription limit.

e Thereis no cost to people enrolled in Medicaid, Title V Prenatal Medical Fee-
for-Service Program, CSHCN or HTW.

e People enrolledin CHIP may pay the generic copay, or less, if the cost of the
repellent is less than the copay.

How to Get Repellent

e Many pharmacies can provide you mosquito repellent with a valid
prescription from your doctor. Contact your pharmacy to make sure they are
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participating in this benefit. To find your pharmacy’s phone number, you can
use the online Pharmacy Search at txvendordrug.com. If you are enrolled in
managed care, refer to your health plan’s website or call the Member
Services number on the back of your Member ID card.

If you are enrolled in the CSHCN services program, contact your health care
provider, and ask them to send a prescription to your pharmacy.

Your provider can send a prescription to your pharmacy via phone, fax, or e-
prescription.

Do not ask for an office visit only to get a prescription for mosquito repellent
unless your health care provider requires it.

Have this prescription filled at your pharmacy.

If you get services from the Family Planning Program and your health care
provider offers this benefit, you can pick up mosquito repellent at a
participating Family Planning Program clinic.

If you receive TitleV Fee-for-Services and your health care provider offers
this benefit, you can pick up mosquito repellent at a participating TitleV
Prenatal Medical Fee-for-Service clinic.

Detalles de este beneficio

e Este es un beneficio que dura todo el afo.

e Se permite una lata/botella de repelente de mosquitos por persona, y se
permite una recarga por mes.

e El repelente de mosquitos no se contara contra el limite mensual de tres
recetas para alguien sujeto a dicho limite mensual de recetas.

e Las personas inscritas en Medicaid, en el Programa de Pago por Servicio de
Atencién Prenatal del Titulo V, del CSHCN o del HTW pueden recibir este
beneficio de forma gratuita.

e Las personas inscritas en CHIP pueden hacer el copago de los medicamentos
genéricos, o una cantidad inferior, si el precio del repelente es menor que el
copago.
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Coémo recibir el repelente

e Muchas farmacias pueden surtirle un repelente de mosquitos con una receta
valida de un médico. Llame a la farmacia para preguntar si esta participando
en este programa. Para encontrar el nimero de teléfono de su farmacia, use
el buscador de farmacias en txvendordrug.com (en inglés). Si estd inscrito en
un programa de atencidon médica administrada, consulte el sitio web de su
plan médico o llame al teléfono de Servicios para Miembros que aparece al
dorso de su tarjeta de membresia.

e Si estd inscrito en el programa de servicios de CSHCN, comuniquese con su
proveedor de atencidon médica y pidale que envie una receta a su farmacia.

e Su proveedor puede enviar la receta a la farmacia por teléfono, fax o receta
electrénica.

e No pida una cita médica solo para que le den una receta para repelente de
mosquitos, a menos que su proveedor de atencién médica lo requiera.

e Surta la receta en su farmacia de costumbre.

e Si recibe servicios a través del Programa de Planificacion Familiar y su
proveedor de atencidon médica ofrece este beneficio, puede recoger el
repelente de mosquitos en cualquier clinica que participe en el Programa de
Planificaciéon Familiar.

e Si participa en el programa de pago por servicios del Titulo V y su proveedor
de atencidon médica ofrece este beneficio, podra obtener un repelente de
mosquitos en una clinica que participe en el programa de pago por servicios
de atencion médica prenatal del Titulo V.
